The Japanese did not have a writing system until kanji was introduced from China. In the
mid-6th century, Japanese people initially assigned readings to the characters based on
their pronunciations in Chinese. These are called on-yomi, or “sound readings.” They also,
however, began to apply kanji to native Japanese words based on their meanings. That is
the origin of kun-yomi, or “interpretive readings.”

For example, when words using the kanji A, meaning “person,” were first introduced
into Japanese, the character was given the readings |Z A and U A based on the Chinese
pronunciation of the imported words, and these are the on-yomi of this kanji today. (The
reason there are two different on-yomi for A is because different words using the character
A were imported from different areas of China at different times, and thus brought with
them different Chinese pronunciations.) Meanwhile, U ¥ is the original Japanese word for
“person,” so it also became associated with the kanji A and went on to become the kun-
yomi for this eharacter.

When you see one kanji alone, it is most likely read with its kun-yomi, whereas when you
see two or'more kanji together, they are most likely read with their on-yomi. For example,
the word = A means “three people,” and the reading of A is |ZA .. Japanese people
imported the reading < A |Z A along with the word = A from Chinese, so |ZA in this
