Grasping the structure of noun phrases containing noun modification clauses

Noun modification clauses are often used in written texts because they allow you to explain
things and people in a compact, efficient fashion. On the other hand, if you do not recognize
a noun modification clause correctly while reading, you are more likely to misinterpret the
sentence. One effective strategy for understanding noun modification is to identify where a
modifying clause begins and ends by looking at the structure of the sentence that contains it.

To identify a noun modification clause, ask yourself which part of the sentence is describing
a particular noun and underline the part that answers the question. For instance, consider %
Z ¥ %= 1) again, and think about what kind of 77— F the sentence is referring to (i.e., which
part is modifying 77 — F). The answer is f£4°7 1 X A2 & T 7= (I gave Ai), and thus this is the
modifying clause for the noun[ 4 — F . In‘ﬁ\e same manner, you can identify that the underlined
parts in % ¥ ¥ % 2) are the noun modification clauses for the two respectively. In Japanese,
a noun modification clause always precedes the noun to be modified.
