Vocabulary/Particle practice

M Vocabulary practice

“Vocabulary practice” sections include exercises
for memorizing new vocabulary words introduced in
each lesson, with particular emphasis on meaning and
spelling. Exercises range from providing the words for
given pictures, as well as those for matching, grouping,
providing antonyms, sorting, filling in blanks, and
creating word maps. Rather than learning vocabulary
through rote memorization, these exercises are designed
to pair these new terms with visual aids, related terms,
categories, definitions, and context to learn vocabulary
faster and more effectively.

These exercises can be used as a tool for self-study,
or to introduce and review new vocabulary words in
class.

M Particle practice

“Particle practice” sections include fill-in-the-blank
exercises for pairing particles with newly learned verbs
and adjectives. As Japanese learners often struggle with
the use of individual particles, these sections focus on
strategies to memorize particles together with verbs and
adjectives as a set. Doing so helps learners solidify their
particle use and avoid common mistakes.

B Grammar practice

“Grammar practice” sections include exercises that
put into practice the key grammar points and phrases
found in the Dekiru List of the main TOBIRA textbook
for each lesson. Exercises are ordered from more
basic problems to more practical application, with the
following key listed at the start of each exercise:

Grammar practice

Listening practice
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Each “Grammar practice” section starts with basic
exercises that cover things like word conjugation and
conjunctive forms. Then, exercise difficulty increases to
include sentence-level and paragraph-level applications,
ultimately combining multiple grammar points. Each
exercise includes many vocabulary terms from that
lesson, allowing you to continue using these new
terms in context. Exercises are presented in various
forms, including sentence construction, dialogue
completion, and short essays. These serve to solidify
your proficiency with the given grammar points by
encouraging you to consider when and how they are
used in context. Finally, the “Comprehensive practice”
section offers a space to review and practice using the
grammar points introduced in that lesson.

Through this gradual progression from more basic to
more advanced exercises, as well as those that focus on
realistic situations and natural contexts, these exercises
offer a more engaging and effortless means to put newly
learned grammar points into practice.

W Listening practice

“Listening practice” sections involve listening to
sentences and dialogues that-feature grammar and
vocabulary mainly introduced in that lesson. Audio
recordings for each exercise are indicated with @m
in the main TOBIRA textbook.

Each lesson includes the following listening
exercises:

e Dictation: Listen to simple words or phrases about a
variety of topics (school, time, dates, prices, etc.) and
write down exactly what you hear.

* Prediction: Listen to short dialogues of 2-3 sentences,
then choose the most appropriate response or
statement that would follow given that context.

e Extraction: Listen to short dialogues or monologues,
then take note of target information and keywords
you understood.

* Comprehension: Listen to short dialogues or
monologues, then answer questions that test your
understanding of what you heard.

* Challenge (Lessons 6-10): Listen to a natural
conversation at the beginner level. To better
familiarize yourself with more natural speech
patterns, these recordings may include things like
untaught words and phrases, overlapping utterances,
and speakers rephrasing their statements. Note that
the goal is not to understand the entire dialogue, but
to focus on and write down only the information you
understood.

(For instructors: The Challenge Exercise audio files
found on the TOBIRA website are provided as a
sample. It is recommended that instructors prepare
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their own recordings relevant to topics, characters, or
places with which their class would be familiar.)
