The pitch displays used for the sentences below are generated by K X¥< A
(http://www.gavo.t.u-tokyo.ac.jp/ojad/phrasing). In the pitch display:

e You will see the mark - added in a sentence. The mark indicates that the pitch
drops after that.

e Mora with high pitch is indicated by the line added above the hiragana (I—E—
).

e Shaded hiragana such as ¥ is devoiced.

1. Intonation for Statements
As you have learned in Module 5-2, the intonation for statements (or affirmative
sentences) can be categorized into two groups.
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Group 2: Statements without peak
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2. Intonation for statements with sentence final particles 43 and &
When the sentence final particles 43 or & are added, the pitch can go up at the particle.
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Let’s practice making statements with appropriate intonation. When a statement is
longer for the beginning level learners, pauses are added mainly after the particle & (or
X4/12/ &), conjunctions, adverbs, frequency adverbs, and te-forms. However, the
pauses added here is not the only way. If you can say longer units without making a
pause or pauses, you can do so.
